
  
 NOTICE OF PASSAGE OF BILL 20-2 
 WORCESTER COUNTY COMMISSIONERS 
 
Take Notice that Bill 20-2 (Zoning - Special Events in the RP Resource Protection District) was passed 
by the County Commissioners on May 19, 2020. 
 
A fair summary of the bill is as follows: 
 
§ ZS 1-215(c)(15).  (Renumbers the previous subsection ZS 1-215(c)(15) to subsection ZS 1-215(c)(16) 
and adds a new subsection ZS 1-215(c)(15) to allow the commercial hosting of non-agricultural functions 
and events as an accessory use on a farm in the RP Resource Protection District by special exception with 
certain conditions and minimum lot requirements, including a minimum lot area of twenty-five acres.  
Such facilities and uses must be in compliance with all building, fire, health, zoning and environmental 
code requirements.  The event must be located not less than five hundred feet from any residential 
structure on an adjacent property and any amplified music must end by 11:00 pm.) 
 
This bill becomes effective forty-five (45) days from the date of its passage.
